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Pengaruh Loan to Deposit Ratio dan Non-Performing Loan
Terhadap Return on Assets pada Bank BUMN
yang Terdaftar di Bursa Efek Indonesia Periode 2015-2024

Return on Assets merupakan rasio yang digunakan untuk mengukur sejauh
mana total aset bisa menghasilkan laba bagi perusahaan profitabilitas yang tinggi
menunjukkan efesiensi pengelolaan aset dalam mencapai keuntungan. Return on
Assets menjadi indikator penting dalam menilai kinerja keuangan bank, terutama
dalam mengelola sumber daya yang dimiliki dan membantu investor untuk
mengevaluasi kinerja perusahaan. Penelitian ini betujuan untuk mengukur dan
menganalisis pengaruh Loan to Deposit Ratio dan Non-Performing Loan terhadap
Return on Assets.

Metode penelitian yang digunakan adalah penelitian kuantitatif dengan
pendekatan deskriptif verifikatif, teknik pengambilan sampel menggunakan teknik
purposive sampling berdasarkan karakteristik dan kriteria yang telah ditentukan
dengan jumlah sampel 4 perusahaan bank BUMN yang terdaftar di Bursa Efek
Indonesia periode 2015-2024. Jenis data yang digunakan adalah data sekunder dan
dianalisis menggunakan metode regresi data panel melalui bantuan software
pengolah statistik.

Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa secara parsial Loan to Deposit
Ratio tidak berpengaruh signifikan terhadap Return on Assets, sedangkan
sebaliknya untuk Non-Performing Loan berpengaruh secara negatif signifikan
terhadap Return on Assets. Secara bersama-sama variabel Loan to Deposit Ratio
dan Non-Performing Loan berpengaruh terhadap Return on Assets. Hasil ini
menunjukkan bahwa kualitas aset, terutama terkait kredit bermasalah memiliki
pengaruh yang lebih besar terhadap profitabilitas bank dibandingkan dengan tingkat
likuiditasnya.

Return on Assets (ROA) is a ratio used to measure the extent to which total
assets can generate profits for a company. High profitability indicates the efficiency
of asset management in achieving profits. ROA is an important indicator in
assessing a bank's financial performance, particularly in managing its resources
and helping investors evaluate the company's performance. This study aims to
measure and analyze the effect of the Loan to Deposit Ratio and Non-Performing
Loans on ROA.

The research method used is quantitative research with a descriptive
verification approach. The sampling technique uses a purposive sampling
technique based on predetermined characteristics and criteria with a sample size
of 4 state-owned banking companies listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange for the
period 2015-2024. The type of data used is secondary data and is analyzed using a
panel data regression method with the help of statistical processing software.

The results of this study indicate that partially, the Loan to Deposit Ratio
has no significant effect on Return on Assets, while conversely, Non-Performing
Loans have a significant negative effect on Return on Assets. Together, the Loan to
Deposit Ratio and Non-Performing Loans influence Return on Assets. These results
indicate that asset quality, particularly related to non-performing loans, has a
greater influence on bank profitability than its liquidity level.
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
